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The exhibition, which was held at Rich
Mix in Bethnal Green Road,
Whitechapel, concluded the first stage of
this year’s Fashion Futures 2 (FF2) proj-
ect,

The initiative is developed by creative
charity F.A.D. to provide 16-18 year olds
with a realistic insight into the working
world of fashion.

From the 100 young people exhibiting,
nine were from schools or colleges in
Newham and are studying A-Levels or a
BTEC in Art or Design. .

The young students from St Angela’s
and St Bonaventure’s’ Sixth Form and
New Vie Sixth Form were chosen to take
part in 10 weeks of workshops with help
and advice from fashion professionals
and practicing designers.

They learnt about the complete design
process — from initial research in the
V&A’s Renaissance & Medieval gal-
leries, to how to produce a technical
drawing and create their own patterns
and construct a garment.

The students from St Angela’s and St
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Bonaventure’s were Matilda Arasanmi,
Anthea-Vanessa Collantes, Ololade
Baruwa-Eitti, Josephine Dolor, Karmen-
Marie Parker and Shannon Hayes.

The students from New Vic 6 Form
were Gurmeet Kaur, Sadia Yagub and
Marinoos Painda.

At the end of the exhibition 24 of the
most outstanding students, including
two from Newham — Gurmeet Kaur
from New Vic and Karmen Marie
Parker from St Angela’s and St
Bonaventure’s — were chosen to go
through to the next stage of Fashion
Futures 2, which is a week-long summer
school at one of London’s top design uni-
versities.

With the support of fashion profes-
sionals and F.A.D. mentors, they will
have just five days to re-create their final
designs for the 2010 FAD Junior Awards,
which will take place during London
Fashion Week in September.
