All 20 finalists outfits were showcased through a catwalk show and exhibition as the finale of FAD’s 6th annual Graduate Competition at Shoreditch Town Hall. An evening heavily supported by the fashion industry, recognisable faces included that of jury member Hillary Alexander as well as representatives from all the leading luxury retailers such as Harrods, Browns, Harvey Nichols.
